The purpose of the La Jolla Art Association Juried Twenty-Eighth Annual San Diego County Awards Show, 2007, is to present to the community an exhibition of the best selection of recent works of artists from throughout San Diego County.  The Juror is instructed to select works of superior quality, regardless of medium or the artistic style.

Juror

 Reed Cardwell received his B FA from California State University, Long Beach, and attended the Art Center College of Design in Pasadena. He also studied drawing and painting in Los Angeles with Harold Kramer, and painting with Nathan Oliveira at the Santa Fe Institute of Fine Arts in New Mexico.  Reed worked as an animation artist for Walt Disney Feature Animation and at other studios in San Diego and Los Angeles.  He has taught at the Fashion Institute of Design and Merchandising, and currently teaches at the Athenaeum, The Art Academy of San Diego and UCSD Extension.  He has exhibited locally and nationally and has work in many private collections. Eligibility

Open to all artists who live or work in San Diego County.  All work submitted for jurying must be for sale, completed after December 31, 2004, the framed size no larger than 38”on any side and not require the use of electronics or electricity. 

Artists accepted into this show are asked to staff the gallery, help with the reception, or publicize the exhibition.
Media

Accepted are:  Oil, acrylics, watercolor, pastel, photography, digital art, three dimensional, mixed media, and graphics.  Art forms not accepted include, but are not limited to, crafts, macramé, fiber arts, or electrical works.

Slide IMAGES
Entries may be submitted as 35mm color slides (2x2 inch standard size).  No glass mounts.  Slides must be an accurate representation of your work. Each artist may submit from one to five slides.  For three dimensional works two views of each piece should be submitted.  Following the example below, indicate your name, phone number (with area code), the title, size and medium and a red dot at the right top of the picture.

EMAIL IMAGES

Email submissions by jpeg must be no larger than 10” on a side.  The file size must be 72 dpi and smaller than 1MB.  Include a text file with your images.  Send to CHMorse1@cox.net.  At the same time, mail entry fee to Caroline Morse at the address below.

Specifications

Entries must be the original work of the artist.  Artwork must be dry, ready-to hang, no larger than 38” on any side (including the frame) and, with the exception of painted, wrapped canvas, properly framed. Attach the artwork hanging fixture (i.e. screw eyes) about 3.5” from the top of the frame and measure the gauge picture wire so it reaches about 2.5” below the top of the frame. Sawtooths are not acceptable. Tape over the loose wire ends and place plastic or felt bumpers or putty stops on the lower corners.  With the exception of photographs and pastels, all works on paper are to be framed with a glass substitute, such as Plexiglas or acrylic.
Works considered unsafe for hanging will not be accepted at check in.  Artwork must be labeled, preferably by 3x5 inch card, in the upper right corner of the back.  The label must include the name of the artist, artwork title, medium, size and the telephone number of the artist.
Entry Date

Slides and Email images must be received no later than March 6, 2007.  Mail slides, completed Entry Card, check, and a stamped, self-addressed business (#10) envelope (for return of your slides) to:

Entry Fees

You may submit up to five artworks, by slides or Email. LJAA members: $25 for one artwork, $5 each for additional piece.  Non members:  $30 for one artwork, $5 each for additional piece.  Checks should be made payable to LJAA.

Juror Notification

Artists will be notified of the Juror’s decision about March 14, 2007. Slides of declined art will be returned at about that same time.  Slides of accepted art will be returned to artists when they pick up their artwork at the close of the show.

Exhibition

The exhibition will be held at La Jolla Art Association’s Village Gallery, 7932 Ivanhoe Ave, La Jolla, CA 92037, from Monday, March 26 through Sunday, April 15, 2007.  Gallery hours are 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. Sunday – Thursday and 11a.m. to 8 p.m. Friday and Saturday, including holidays.

Reception

A reception for artists, their guests and guests of the La Jolla Art Association will be held Saturday, March 31 from 4 to 7 p.m.  Announcement of award winners and presentation of awards will be made during the reception.

Liability

The utmost care will be taken of your art. However, the La Jolla Art Association, its officers, agents or representatives assume no responsibility for damage to, theft or loss of entries.  Insurance is the responsibility of each artist.
