For many years an assistant and student of the famous Sebastian Capella of La Jolla, Raye Anne is well known in the community for her strong impressionistic still lives, landscapes, and portraits, which can be found in collections throughout the county. 

Media and Eligibility
Open to all artists.  Plein-air entries may be drawings or paintings in watercolor, oil, acrylic, pastel or mixed media.  Artwork should be 80% – 90% completed “en plein-air” (on location) but may be finished in the studio.  Please, no works larger than 38”(framed) on any side or requiring the use of electronics or electricity.   Artwork must have been completed within the last 3 years.  
Entry Fees
Each artist may submit up to five works of art.  The fee for LJAA members is $25 for the first image and $10 for each additional image. For non-members, the fee for the first image is $30 and $10 for each additional image.

Submission by email

Jpeg file size must be 72 dpi and no larger than 1MB.  Include a text file with above entry information; clearly identify each piece of artwork.  Send to: Joyce Gillen at jgillen@thegrid.net  
Send your check made out to LJAA by mail.

Submission by CD 

Send your check made out to LJAA, along with a CD of your artwork.  Include a text file with entry information on the CD or sheet of paper; be sure each entry is clearly identified.   

Submission by Mail

Send your check made out to LJAA, along with photos (identified on the back or on a label) and above entry information. 
Additional Information

Artwork must be for sale.  A 30% commission will be charged on work sold during the exhibit, and up to one month after the exhibit closes.  Payment to the artist will be sent no more than 30 days after the close of the show.
Artists accepted into this show are asked to staff the gallery, assist with the reception, or help to publicize the show by mailing or passing out postcards, etc.
Work can not be more than 38” (framed) on any side and, with the exception of painted, wrapped canvas, must be properly framed and have wire for hanging.  Please make sure frames and /or mats and Plexiglas are clean.  Please, no glass over 16”x 20” except for pastels.
The utmost care will be taken of your art. However, the La Jolla Art Association, its officers and members assume no responsibility for damage, theft or loss of artwork, photos or CDs. Insurance is the responsibility of each artist.
